Indicator(s) from Scope and Sequence:

Objectives:

· Network with other student representatives from around the state.

· Practice and develop leadership skills.

· Acquire relevant information regarding MASC issues.

Warm-Up:

· Students will receive registration information and participate in conference orientation.
Introductory/Developmental Activities:

· Students will participate in the General Assembly I – discussing legislation.

Guided Practice:

· Students will evaluate legislation and SY 2013-2014 objectives/goals.

· Students will participate and attend workshops that enhance leadership development.

· Students will hear and evaluate candidate speeches for State Student member of the Board of Education

Independent Activities:

· Students will participate in regional caucuses.
· Students will plan, submit and evaluate leadership development activities.
· Student delegates will vote for the State SMOB for the 2008-09 school year.

Assessment:

· In regional caucuses students and advisors will a review and review process to assess constitutions and by-laws.

· Develop ideas for implementation at future school-based SGA Executive Board Meetings

Closure:  

· Students will participate in a final General Assembly.

· Evaluations

Follow-up:

· All advisors/delegates are expected to share information with their respective school-based SGAs.

· Selected students will present a debriefing at the next PGRASG General Assembly.
